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The research aims to find out students’ perceptions toward
Native English-speaking teachers and non-native English-speaking
teachers in a university level. In English language classroom, it is
often found the teachers of English who are not only non-native
speakers but also native speakers.

The study used mixed qualitative and guantitative methods. To
obtain the data, researcher conducted online questionnaires,
interviews, and focus group discussions. The subject of the research
was the university students who had been taught by native English
speaking teachers and non-native English speaking teachers. The
gualitative data were analyzed using descriptive analysis, while the
guantitative data used percentage.

The result of this study found that most of students preferred to
native English speaking teachers than non-native English speaking
teachers. Almost the students preferred to native as their teachers to
teach English. Students thought that native can increase their skills
especially speaking skills. It also made students interested in English
because teaching techniques that were used by native English
speaking teachers were enjoyable and interesting
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
