The rapid development of the fashion world has encouraged designers to 

create gala party dresses, but not many gala party dresses use ethnic fabrics as the 

main fabric in the dress. One of the ethnic fabrics in Indonesia is the woven kalin 

with a gill pattern typical of West Kalimantan, Pontianak city, which is not yet 

known to the outside community. Therefore, the author wants to introduce 

patterned woven fabrics in gala dresses combined with West Kalimantan songket 

cloth with the Equator Monument decoration. Research objectives: 1) to 

determine the application of the Equator Monument decoration. 2) To describe the 

interest of students in the PVKK–fashion design study program towards the 

results of the application of West Kalimantan gill and songket woven patterns with 

the Equator Monument decoration on gala dresses. 

The research method uses a quantitative approach. The data collection 

technique uses questionnaires and documentation. The population in the study was 

gill pattern woven cloth, songket cloth and equatorial monument decoration with 

samples of gill pattern woven cloth with a length of 9 meters, 2 meter songket 

cloth and equatorial monument embroidered on the tail. The analysis technique 

used is one sample t-test. 

Research results: 1) The application of equatorial monument decoration 

can produce harmony and harmony in gala attire. 2) From the results of data 

analysis, students at PGRI Adibuana University, Surabaya, PVKK-fashion design 

study program were interested in the application of Kalimantan gill and songket 

pattern weaving with Equator Monument decoration in gala fashion design. 
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
